Whether this has come in with the advent of serious competitions for the youngsters is debateable but ultimately a club will be disqualified or debarred if this continues and we as a club will not be involved in allowing bad behaviour to flourish.We are almost as guilty if we see this going on and do not react.
I believe that as a club we are now in a stronger position than prior and that with the advent of more training and match pitches available shortly along with the major improvements in getting information onto our website more rapidly we are moving towards having a behind the scenes set up worthy of the excellence achieved on the field by all of our sides.
